3. Minutes of the 2005 Annual General Meeting

5. Treasurer’s Report

The Report was introduced by Larry Garnham.

The Accounts show a ‘healthy’ position with £3,700 in accrual.

Ken Pike raised the points of: number of Subscriptions was down; British League expenditure was lower than 05 season and there was still some assts tied up in kit.

John Headley noted that the current position was ok, but income from marshalling opportunities would drop, and that £2,500.00 was still due from LB Lewisham. 

Mick Barlow thanked the Club for their commitment to volunteering for Limelight Projects, and asked if such income received could help build a reserves fund?

Larry Garnham agreed that there was potential for money to be set as reserves, and he will investigate.

Ken Pike said that the Club would be making another application to the Awards for All fund in the New Year.

Pete Boxshall asked if more rain kit could be purchased for the juniors.  John Headley, who made the previous order, would investigate. 

6. General Secretary’s Report

Mick Barlow would act as first point of contact for race entries and County/SEAA information, although he would not be available to attend Committee meetings in Ladywell due to journey times.

Len Reilly would be asked to write up minutes at committee meetings in the normal way.

Ken Pike mentioned that the distribution had been ok.

Norman Fairbrass commented that County entries were now available on-line. 

7. Other reports – if presented

Kent AC now in Division 1 of Southern League, therefore one of the top B Teams in the Country.

National Junior League – Pete Boxshall

Decided not to enter 2007 due to mixed scoring being introduced, Club members encouraged to attend Open meetings instead.

James Conner asked of the possibility of starting a ‘C’ team. This is not likely as there is no one willing to manage.

Jules Gevers asked about using the County Champs as standard events.  Larry Garnham anticipates taking a group to the Champs.

The meeting recognised the high standards achieved by Jermaine Mays, our first representative at a major championship since 1980, and John Headley as GB and European 800 metre Champion.

Cross Country – Pete Boxshall

Pete requires more assistance as a number of young athletes he is coaching are wishing to attend their own fixtures.  Richard Munn is assisting in senior fixtures, Pete will talk to in order to formalise, and hopefully be Cross Country manager next season.

Press Secretary – Barry Dix

Barry was disappointed in the small amount of Track and Field reports in the local press, however Cross Country reports were being well received by the News shopper.  Barry would like to see more reports being sent to him.

Nick Park is working on other local press; Mercury and South London Press.

Larry Garnham asked if news clippings were being kept.  Barry is collecting all he sees.

Norman Fairbrass is building up a data base of photographs; all will pass on to Barry.

Jules Gevers is looking to revamp the Website, it has more space available now.  Barry Dix asked about submitting reports to Website.

Membership Secretary – Bernie Hutchinson
